1. PAC co-chairs Janet and Margie called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.

3. Reports:

a. Principal’s report: Rosemary Love	
- School plan is in its first finished draft form.  The plan has changed from healthy living to “future-ready learners”, with a focus on communication skills.   The new mission statement is less focused on the environment and more on how children will be learning (emotional, physical, academic, social, and creative) in a global community.  The school goal focuses on working collaboratively; there are also specific objectives.  Once the school plan is finished, it will be included in the hot sheet.
- Rosemary held a meeting with some teachers and parents about a plan for next year to use a double-size classroom upstairs and have two primary classes in the space (will involve Grade 2 for sure) [>50 parents came].  2 teams of teachers: Vervillis, Shaw and McCloud, Sidhu.  This is a work in progress.
- Class organization: which teachers are teaching which grade level and numbers must be completed by Monday afternoon.  We have lost some administrative time.  Lorraine has gone from .35/.65 (admin/teaching) to .25/.75.  There are 18 divisions for next year.  The next hot sheet will include a request for any serious concerns about the placement of your child.
- Thank you to everyone who has had to do anything with the SpaceNet!  It is a fantastic hit with the kids.
